The meeting was called to order at 6:37 p.m.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

The President announced last call for raffle tickets.

Secretary’s Report: The Secretary read the minutes from the May meeting that Dawn Hewitt kindly
recorded in her absence. The Secretary asked for a motion from the floor to approve the minutes as read. Ted
made a motion to approve the minutes as read. Larry seconded the motion. A vote was taken and the
minutes were accepted as written.
