…………….....    Fly Fishing Question of the Month   ……………..... 
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I’m finally going on a guided fishing trip this year. I’ve never paid to fish before, and I’d like to get the most 
for my money. What can I do to ensure I have the best experience possible? 

Answer: 
1. Practice casting. This is a no-brainer because the better you can cast the more likely you can put the 

fly where the guide asks you to put it. All of the flies tied and articles read will never help as much as an hour 

spent airing out the line and throwing some yarn around at plates or hoops on the lawn. 

2. Talk to the guide about your preferences, expectations, and limitations. ñAs a client you need to honest 

your own abilities when it comes to walking, fishing, etc., and then properly communicate them to the guide.ò 
3.  Dress appropriately and prepare for the conditions. Check the weather before you arrive and make sure 
youôve got all the rain gear and outerwear you may need. Once that drift boat heads down river, thereôs no going 
back to the truck.
